The annual Al Muammar Scholarships for Journalism are administered by the Arab American Institute Foundation.
They are sponsored by Ms. Mashael Moamar in honor of her mother Zakia and late father Abdulaziz Al Muammar, who
were strong advocates of education, and her late grandfather Ibrahim Al Muammar who was a journalist in Egypt. These
scholarships were established in 2005 to assist Arab American undergraduate and graduate students studying journalism
with the intent to enter the profession. A panel of judges from varied disciplines within the field of journalism will review
eligible applications and award $5,000 each to up to four qualified students. Awardees will be notified in April 2008. The
funds awarded will be for the 2008-2009 academic year and will be paid directly to the school designated by the awardee.
The application packet, consisting of this form and all additional materials, must be postmarked by March 3, 2008.

O UNOFFICIAL TRANSCRIPTS: One copy from each college you have attended in each packet.

O SHORT ESSAY: Typed, double-spaced, not to exceed 750 words.
O Describe your past and current involvement with the Arab American community.
O Explain how you would use your training in journalism to raise awareness of a critical social or international issue,
further the interests of Arab Americans, and/or support grassroots activism.
0 Note in what ways this scholarship would allow you to better focus on your educational and career objectives.

O WORK SAMPLES May be published or unpublished. We will NOT be able to return ANY work samples.
